Installation Instructions
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BEFORE YOU START, IT'S IMPORTANT TO CHECK:

* That fence or the fence post foolings do not exceed your lot lines of your property. If you
can locate your lot pins that would be great. Otherwise you may need to refer to the real
estate agents lot plans or you may need to hire a survey company to come out and mark
your lot lines just o be sure.

* Check your local codes on fencing in your city regarding frontage locations and allowable
fence heights in your neighborhood. A fence permit may be required.

* Contact Diggers Hotline in your state for locations for underground utilities or pipelines.

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PREPARE FEMCE LAYOUT

Please read this instruction sheet completely before starting work. Laying out the fence is an
important first step toward a quality installation.

MOTE: Privacy fences are designed for level terrain. For Significant slopes in the terrain you will
need to modify some of the posts and panel parts. Filing out the routed holes in the posts and
cutting the tomgue and groove pickets at the angle of slope will help with assembly on un-even

terrain.

inserted into place they will parallel the string line. Check the post
on two adjacent sides with a carpenter’s level and adjust as necessary

to make sure it is plumb.

Pour concrete around the posts and fill up to ground level. Wet or 0°.10° . —e

dry concrete works fine. If using dry concrete water down around the

posts when you are ready for the concrete to start setting up. The

concrete will be set up in about 24 hours. Repeat this step until all

post are sct and ready for pancl assembly and gate install if needed.

PANEL ASSEMBLY - BOTTOM RAIL |

STEP 1

Slide bottom rails into cutouts in the post. The notches on the
rails will lock the rail into the post. Repeat this step until all
bottom rails arc installed. If post spacing is less than 87 on center,
cut a picce of bottom rail to achieve desired length. Any power 45] [J
saw works well to cut these rails. You can purchase a notching ,«9
tool to re-notch the rail or in most cascs you can put a screw into g

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PANEL ASSEMBLY U-CHANNEL

Put U-channels on post sides between top and bottom rail cutouts. -
You can secure these with the 3/4™ screws provided. Repeat this

step until all u-channels are installed.

] PANEL ASSEMBLY PICKETS

STEP1

Starting on one end, insert the first picket into the bottom rail and the u-channel. Proceeding down the panel, insert
the pickets into the bottom rails and interlock tongue and grooves as you go. If the posts are scf at less than 87 on
center you will need to cut down a tongue and groove picket to a smaller width to fit your remaining opening. These
can be cut down with a power saw also. The cut will be hidden and insert into the end u-chanmel.

You can purchase a
notching tool to re-niotch the rails or in most cases you can put
a screw into the cut rail to hold the rail in place. Repeat these
steps unkil all pickets and fop rails have been assembled.

Durimg installation, your fence may have collected dirt. In most cases (o clean your new fence yoo can just hose it
off. For tougher marks, orange cleaner and a scoich brite pad works well to take those off.
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
